TRAVLIN' TEXANS has members across all
of Texas and a few outside Texas. We hold 5
rallies a year across the state of Texas.
Rallies are the first weeks of March, April,
May, October and November.

About 35 families belong to the TRAVLIN'
TEXANS . Most rallies average 10-20
motorhomes -- attendance small enough to
develop close friendships and large enough to
sustain the chapter for over 20 years.

TRAVLIN' TEXANS rallies are generally 3
days long. Typically, we start about 5:00 pm
on Tuesdays and end after breakfast on
Friday. Many members show up a day or two
before the rally to begin visiting, playing
games and local touring on their own.
